  - Some of it will be the same as you and me (food, water, shelter) but  

    some might be things that only old people need, or need more of!

 - How do they afford to pay for all of this?

   Remember, the elderly do not work so where do they get their 

   money from?

* Do they need any help in getting the things they need?

  - They might not be able to get to places, or may be ill so they cannot    

   do certain things for themselves. Who does this for them?

* Can they afford it?

Youthful Populations.

To help you think about what you have needed as you have grown up, what your parents have done for you, and how this might have changed as you have become older.

* Where do you live?

 - Who pays for where you live, is it just your parents or do they get   

   any extra money for you?

   Does every young person live with their parents?

* What do you need to live?

  - Some things are basic such as food and water, but what else helps  

     to you to become ready to go into the outside world?

· Who pays for these things?

     * What do you like to do in your spare time?

      - Where do you like to go, what do you like to do?

      - How do you get access to these things? Are there some things you 

        are not able to do or take part in? If so, why?

Problems of Ageing and Youthful Populations.

To help you think about this imagine the government wants to stop spending so much money so they have to cut down on things. The young and the elderly is where they are looking to spend less – how would they try and do this?

· Think about public services such as the NHS and education – how much money goes into this because of the young and the elderly? How can this much money be reduced?

· What about pensions and child benefits? Do we really need them anymore? How can they be changed? Do people need to save more when they are younger?

· Does it all have to come from the government? Can any other organisations or companies be involved?

· The government raises money from taxes; however, to pay for everything people are paying a high tax already, is it fair to raise it anymore? Any other ways they can raise money – what about the numbers of people working, and the type of work they do?
