	1. Stoke City moved from the Victoria Ground to the Britannia Stadium at the end of the 96-97 season.


	2. The Victoria Ground was surrounded by rows of terraced houses on 3 sides and the River Trent on the 4th side.


	3. Hem Heath Colliery closed in 1996, leaving 360 acres of derelict land. This land is now known as Trentham Lakes.


	4. Mary Clark a loyal Stoke fan remembers being asked to fill in a questionnaire during the 93/94 season.  Some of the questions included where she lived, how she travelled to home matches and what she thought about the club moving.


	5. The Taylor Report (1989) into the Hillsboro disaster phased out standing terraces at football stadiums, this left Stoke City with the decision to modernise the Victoria Ground or move.


	6. Stan Bloor left school in 1975 and went to work at Hem Heath Colliery.


	7. Often on a match day residents who lived near the Victoria Ground would have to go out to avoid the deafening noise.


	8. The Britannia Stadium with 28,000 seats became home to Stoke City in 1997.


	9. Stan Bloor has lived at 42 Birks St (near to the Victoria Ground) since 1981.  On match days he had his car scratched numerous times and his front window put through twice.


	10. Stan Bloor has recently put his house up for sale with Potters estate agents and has already had an asking price offer.


	11. The Britannia Stadium is located close to the A50 on Trentham Lakes.


	12. Fred Jackson worked as a road sweeper from 1969-1993 in Stoke on Trent and recalls times when it took all day to clear up the litter around the Victoria Ground after matches.

	13. European Regeneration money and support from the city council was offered to encourage companies to relocate to Trentham Lakes.


	14. Jez Moxey, the Stoke City’s Chief Executive was told to sort out the modernise or move situation by the end of the 93/94 season.

	15. The Sentinel reported that 30 Stoke fans were arrested and several more were cautioned after today’s home match against Millwall, March 4th 1986.


	16. Stan Bloor’s niece Katie goes to The Summer in the City concerts held every year at the Britannia Stadium.


	17. Mary Clarke always parked on Selwyn St outside her sister’s house when attending a home game at the Victoria Ground, 2 streets away.


	18. Large car parks have been developed for fans on land surrounding the Britannia Stadium.



	19. Stoke City played at the Victoria Ground for 119 years and older fans still think of it as the heart of the club.


	20. The land that was the Victoria Ground is now being developed for housing and light industry and is called Victoria Park.


	21. Stan Bloor now works at the Britannia Stadium as a turnstile attendant.


	22. Mary Clarke’s sister attempted to sell her house in 1994 but after a year and no real interest she took her house off the market.


	23. Fred Jackson’s 10 year old grandson Liam is a season ticket holder at the Britannia Stadium, he loves going to matches.  He sits in the family stand. 


	24. Hundreds of new jobs were created with the construction and running of the Britannia Stadium.


	25. Since the Britannia Stadium opened, Trentham Lakes has attracted many other leisure facilities e.g. The Power League.


	26. All seater stadiums have resulted in cases of football hooliganism decreasing significantly.
