· Open Excel and then follow these steps to create a climate graph.  The data used here is for a hot desert.
· First enter your data.  The first column should be months, the second rainfall and the third temperature.

· Now use your left mouse button to highlight the data

· Click on the chart wizard button

· Select 'Custom types'
· Scroll down to select 'Line - Column on 2 Axes'
· You should now have a climate graph

· Now click on 'series'  

· Click on series 2 and in name type 'rainfall mm'.  This will add a key for rainfall

· Now click on series 1 and in name type 'temperature c'
· Click on next and add the following information to give your graph a title and labelled axes:

1. Chart title - 'Desert climate graph'
2. Category x axis - 'months'
3. Value (Y) axis - 'rainfall mm'
4. Second category (x) axis - leave blank
5. Second value (y) axis - 'temperature c'
· You should now click on finish to see your completed labelled graph

· You can now print this or copy the graph into word to use with a word processed document
