Defining Industry– What Category are they in?
We can divide industry into four different categories:

Primary industry – These are industries that collect/grow 

raw materials to be used on their own or to be processed into something else. E.g. Sugar cane farming.

Secondary Industry – These are industries that manufacture (make) products, usually done in a factory.  E.g. A factory making DVD Players.

Tertiary Industry – These are industries that provide people or any other industries a service. Better known as service industries. E.g.  School, Bank.

Quaternary Industry – These are industries that design things or carry out research.  These are mainly hi-tech industries.  E.g. A company designing MP3 players.
