	Learning Objectives:

1. To be able to explain how weather events impact upon people’s lives

2. To demonstrate understand how a natural event in a distant country can have impacts on people thousands of miles away
3. To be able to explain how one effect can have a range of causes

	Teaching Activities

Starter Activity: students are to look at 4 images of an extreme weather event and decide what is taking place within the image, what could be taking place outside the image, how the images are linked and what questions they would like to find out? (7)
Students to feedback this information on a larger image on the board. (5)
Students are to question their own questions – why did you ask that question?

Development:

Students are to watch a video clip of the hurricane and add information to their resource sheets.

Students should now highlight the information which they found surprising (15)
Why is Asda putting up the price of coffee, sugar and bananas?
Using a card sorting activity, the students will try to ascertain why the price of the three goods have risen in price – drawing the link to hurricane Mitch
Students are to piece the story together drawing conclusions in answer to the question (15)
Students are to be questioned on how each cause and effect are linked (see AFL)
Students are to categorise the causes and effects in grid (5)
Plenary:

Using the development compass rose pupils are to play question of sport, but make links as to how the picture is linked to hurricane Mitch (10)
Extension activity:

Students are to question their own understanding- is all information reliable?

PPT of 3 images – where in the world?
	Learning Activities

Students will be interpreting images and making judgements about the environment within and outside of the shown image
Students are to learn their peer’s interpretation of the image

Students will ask questions as to why they have interpreted the image differently

Students are to understand why the images are linked and know what was taking place outside of the image

Students will question their own judgements
Students will understand how an event which took place in Central America can have an effect on their own lives.
Students will make judgements about how each effect has a series of causes

Students understanding is to be clarified and expanded by Q&A of each other

Categorising the causes and effects

Students are to draw conclusions as to how hurricane Mitch has a wide range of global impacts

Students reaching their own conclusions
Can we trust all sources of information?
