 Map 3. Coventry.





Located on a brownfield site that contains 3 redundant gas holders 





To clean up the brownfield site will cost in excess of £20 million.





A purpose-built British Rail station is capable of taking 10,000 passengers per hour.





The land is derelict so to develop on this site would see a great improvement for the local people and the local economy. The site development would cost about £300 million.





This site has good road and motorway links. This is by the A444 Phoenix Way and Junction 3 on the M6.

Sven Goran Erikson  has backed Birmingham as the new National training centre is only 25 minutes away.





Projected cost: £324 million.  Expected capacity: 80,000 seater stadium.





The stadium would be developed on a greenfield site so the natural environment of the site would be lost. The site would need  local authority and government approval.





The location of the site makes it easier to reach all of the UK’s major cities due to good motorway links connected to the M6.





Easy access to Liverpool, Manchester, Edinburgh, London etc, via a major rail line between Coventry and Nuneaton that are both main interchange stations





Transport and communications links would be improved. Road, rail and air links surround the area.





Some people say the Midlands would be the ideal location for the whole of Britain’s population to reach easily, making it the ideal site for the National Stadium.





Solihull is a deprived area. The development would bring 4,000 jobs and  a £100 million investment into the area improving tourism and the environment.





The Wembley site is located in north-west London. It can be reached from London’s 4 main airports.





Projected cost: £700 million, expected capacity: 90,000 all seater stadium. Facilities to include food, drink, toilets and disabled facilities.





2 new roads will be built linking Wembley to the A406. A new road linking the stadium car park to the A406 will be developed.





The A406 links to the M1 and M25.

London Underground renovations will enable the station to process  50,000 passengers per hour.





The aim is to rejuvenate the old stadium and surrounding area. 


The local people and the local economy will be boosted as visitors will be spending money at the shops, bars, hotels, and leisure facilities around London.


10,000 jobs will be created for local people.


Wembley is expected to make £10-£20 million profits in its first 5 years of opening.


London will gain an extra £8 million profit from the Wembley development.





A hospital is close by for emergencies and there are good links to the top London hospitals.





A lot of development is needed in the local area to provide new facilities.


This will cost millions in addition to the stadium development costs.


Some local people and businesses could lose their home or place of work in the development.


Many people will be affected by the disruption of redevelopment.





There are plans to expand and upgrade two nearby stations in addition to the nearest underground station.
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
