	Meaning

	Agenda 2000
	Policy of sustainability set up in response to the Kyoto World Summit. Encourages recycling, renewables and reuse of resources.

	Anti-Malthusianism
	Say he did not make sufficient allowance for new technology, irrigation, opening new croplands. E. g. Boserup

	Anti- natalist policy
	Against birth by either prevention of births or termination

	CAP
	Common Agricultural Policy- the EU has financial support for agriculture which has benefits and problems.

	Carrying capacity
	The number of population which can be supported by a resource such as land.

	ESA
	Environmentally Sensitive Areas- UK farmers encouraged to use less intensive and more environmentally friendly methods, to encourage biodiversity.

	GDP
	Gross Domestic Profit - the total value of goods produced and services provide by a country in a year, is a measure of a country’s standard of living.

	GNP
	Gross National Profit- the total value of goods produced and services provide by a country in a year, plus “invisibles” such as financial services and deals. Is a measure of a country’s standard of living.

	Green revolution
	Increased yields of rice wheat and maize in Asia and Central America. e.g. IR8 “miracle rice”

	HDI
	Human Development Index uses 3 indicies
· life expectancy

· educational attainment

· GDP per head

	Human resource
	Skill in devising expedients, practical, ingenuity, the people living in a country.

	Malthusianism
	Agreeing with the ideas of Malthus. 

	Natural resource
	Trees, plants, animals, soil, minerals, oil, gas, and solar inputs.

	Neo-Malthusianism
	Club of Rome based on Malthus.

	Non-renewable resource
	Fossil fuels and some minerals which took millions of years to form and once consumed they cannot be replaced.

	Optimum population
	Ideal population size for the resources available at that time in a country, i.e. in balance.

	Organic farming
	Farming with sustainable methods and not using chemicals such as insecticides and inorganic fertilisers.

	Overpopulation
	A country that has more people than can be supported by its resources.

	Positive check
	Inadequate food, famine , disease and war limiting population growth- identified by Malthus

	PQLI
	Physical Quality of Life Index uses 3 variables

· life expectancy

· infant mortality

· adult literacy rate

	Preventative check
	Delayed marriages and sexual abstinence leading to a reduction in fertility rates.

	Pro-natalist policy
	For birth policies include, birth bonuses, lower tax and welfare treatments.

	Renewable resource
	Solar energy, precipitation, wind power, will always exist.

	Reserve
	Stored resource which has been estimated available to be exploited.

	Set-aside
	Part of CAP which paid farmers a subsidy for not growing crops on a percentage of their land, in response to overproduction in Europe.

	Stock
	A store of a resource.

	Sustainability
	The ability to use resources to improve quality of life without using the resources for future generations.

	TNC
	Trans National Corporations, companies with interests in many different countries.

	Underpopulation
	A country that has fewer people than could be supported by its resources.
