How is a volcano formed?


A v         is formed by first destroying rock underneath the e            crust and then remaking it.

Firstly, the crust moves towards another piece of crust.  As one crust is p        d       or SUBDUCTED beneath another piece of crust the pressure is increased.  As well as pressure increasing, friction also increases.  This means that the t                of the rock goes up.

As the piece of crust is pushed under the less dense piece of crust, it b       and as this happens, a zone of earthquakes is generated or made.  As the crust continues down it heats up even more and begins to melt.  The melt is less dense than the surrounding rock, like oil on water, and so f        u           .  As it moves up it breaks through the crust and eventually a volcano e                                                                          

at the surface.

As time goes on, more eruptions happen and the volcano builds up l          of rock.  This is repeated for millions of years and so a volcano is f          .
