Inquiry into Shops and Services

Geographical questions.

1) Do larger centres sell more durable goods?

2) Do more people visit larger shopping centres?

3) Do people shop more often at smaller (local) centre than at a larger centre?

4) Do more people walk to local centres than go by car or bus? 

5) Do people travel longer distances to visit a larger shopping centre?

6) Do older people tend to shop mainly at local centres?

Collecting the information.

We will visit 2 shopping centres, the smaller local centre at West Cross and the larger district centre at Oystermouth (Mumbles).

Question 1 will be answered by mapping the shops at each place and classifying each shop by what it sells.

Durable goods 
– non-food items and things we do not buy often e.g. luxury goods.

Convenience goods 
– food and things needed on a daily basis e.g. newspapers.

Services 

– like a bank, dry cleaners or takeaway food outlet.

Question 2 will be answered by taking a count of shoppers (pedestrian count) as they pass by a certain point. To make the test fair, the count should last for 15 minutes.

Questions 3, 4, 5 & 6 will be answered using the questionnaire results. We will need to collate (put together and share) lots of questionnaires to make the investigation a fair test.

Processing the information.

Question 1

The totals for each shopping centre can be made into percentages and compared by drawing 2 pie charts, one for Oystermouth and another for West Cross.

Question 2

Drawing 2 bar charts, one for Oystermouth and another for West Cross can compare the results for each shopping centre.

Questions 3, 4, 5 & 6

The collated results for each shopping centre can be compared by drawing bar charts. One set of 4 graphs for Oystermouth and another for West Cross.
