Making an Edible Map

Aim:
Students will create a map and examine the physical geography, borders, and/or cities/towns of an area.


Students make map of their school.

Reinforce previous map skills
Method:
Pupils work in small mixed ability groups

Pupils get opportunity to survey the school grounds
Pupils develop map of school grounds in groups.

Make copies of map for each group member.

Distribute photocopies of maps. 

Pupils make base map from dough.

Students decorate their map: 

Blue icing-- lakes, rivers, and oceans 

Chocolate chips-- mountains 

M&Ms--cities and towns 

Students compare and identify others' maps.

· Eggs

· Chocolate chips

· any other edible material you want to use for landmarks 

· photocopies of map of area chosen to create

Learning outcomes;
· Pupils develop group work skills. 

· Opportunity to reinforce understanding of previous map skills lessons.

· Pupils understand a range of different cartographic skills.
· Cross curricular with home economics and numeracy (measuring ingredients).
