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You are lucky enough to be able to go Athens to watch the 2004 Olympic Games. However, before you can go, you need to make thorough travel arrangements. You need to plan in detail, your 7 day stay in Athens. 

Use the followings sections to help plan your visit. You will need to carry out a lot of research; the internet and/or holiday brochures will help you.  
The 2004 Olympic Games run from the 13th to the 24th of August. When will you be at the Games?

· Airfare – Which airline will you choose to take you to Athens? What is the flight number, when does it leave, which airport will you fly from and to? How much is the return flight? 
· Packing – What is the weather like in Greece around the time of your visit? What type of clothes should you pack?

· Hotel – Which hotel(s) will you stay in? What is the cost? How near are they to the Games? A map to show the locations of your hotel and the event stadiums would be helpful.
· Taxis, buses, trains etc – How will you travel to the events? How much will it cost? What are the times? A road map/ public transport map would be useful.
· Olympic events – Choose 10 Olympic events you would like to see during your stay in Athens. For each event make notes on the date, time, place and cost of the tickets. Try to find some pictures and information on your chosen events.
