Extension Exercise:

Year 7 Map Skills exercise:
Instructions

This is an exercise to help introduce pupils to using map skills on OS maps.  It is designed to be used with the OS Explorer map 149.

1.  Print this exercise out 8 times.
2. Split the class into 8 groups (can be more).  

3. Start each group with set of cards. 

4. Allow them to work through the cards in their groups, but time it so they start a different card after a set amount of time (e.g. 10 mins) to ensure they attempt some questions on all of the cards.
5. Continue this until each group have seen each of the different cards. 

6. If any group finishes early then they can work on the extension activity.

A useful exercise as it means 

· The exercise allows for differentiation as the questions get progressively harder.  

· Groups can be arranged so that a stronger ability pupil can be supporting a weaker ability person.

NB – some cards are easier than others – less questions were answered in the given time for the scale and six figure grid reference questions.
