	High birth rates in the 1950’s were encouraged as they believed it showed a strong nation. 
	In 1959 industry was encouraged in China at all costs, this was called the ‘Great leap forward’.

	Agriculture was ignored during the ‘Great leap forward’ leading to a famine in which an estimated 20 million people died.
	During the 1960’s the population of China rose by 55 million every three years. (that is the total population of the UK every three years)

	Family planning during the 1970’s helped reduce the average number of children to three in each family. 
	In 1975’s the government introduced the later, longer, fewer campaign. 

	In the 1970’s if the family planning schemes had reduced the average number of children to two; it still would have lead to the population doubling within 50 years.
	In 1979 the Chinese government introduced the one child policy.

	The one child policy was encouraged by free education, priority housing, pension and benefits.
	The penalty for having more than one child was a 15% tax on the family income.

	The marriageable age was set to 25 and permission has to be sought from the government to marry.
	Chinese couples had to apply for government permission to have a child. 

	Women who were pregnant for the second time were coerced into having an abortion. Persistent ‘offenders’ were ‘offered’ sterilisation.
	Home visits were introduced to ensure couples did not hide any children at home.

	In country areas there were a high number of female infanticides as girls were seen as less useful in the fields.
	The high number of single male child’s lead to a generation of spoilt children known as ‘little Emperors’.
