	Pollution
	Sewage and industrial wastes are major pollutants near large ports and industrial cities. Poisonous wastes are sometimes poured directly into the sea. Oil is a major source of pollution, and seabirds especially are vulnerable through poisoning and contamination of their plumage. 	What can be done

	Habitat
	· Install bird and perhaps bat boxes. 
· Put out peanuts, seeds and fats which are an important source of food for birds, particularly during the winter. 
· Provide log piles in which amphibians can hibernate. They will also quickly become homes to invertebrates such as woodlice, earwigs, spiders and beetles, and fungi. 
· Compost heaps provides shelter for amphibians, reptiles, some mammals and various invertebrates. Grass snakes, in particular, lay their eggs in compost heaps.
