River cliff





Feature created by erosion on the outside of a meander 





Rejuvenation





Occurs when a change in base level re-initiates river erosion





Cumecs





Unit of measurement of river discharge





Saltation





Transportation process  when larger particles of bedload are bounced along river bed





Wetted perimeter











Incised meander





A river bend eroded deeply into bedrock as a result of rejuvenation





Traction





Transportation process when bedload is rolled along the river bed





Also known as the slip-off slope on the inside of a meander





Point bar





River terraces





Remnants of a former flood plain usually paired at the sides of river valleys 





Helicoidal flow





Corkscrew movement of water as a river flows downstream





Long profile





The gradient of a river shown as a cross section from


source to mouth





Downstream





Direction in which meanders migrate





Knick point





The headward limit of rejuvenation at any point in time





Hydrograph





A graph which shows how a river’s discharge responds to a rainstorm 








Attrition





River erosion where load is progressively reduced in size through impact between particles





Cross sectional width of the channel- influences discharge efficiency of the  river
