Self Help Schemes.

1. Using the photograph and the information below, describe a typical self help scheme.
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"Although Shanty towns are illegal the government have realised that they can't remove them. The people are so poor that it is difficult to build them homes and charge them rents necessary. One solution is in building self help schemes. The government puts in basic services such as clean water and sewerage and provides building materials, such as breezeblocks. The families then get together and help build the homes (Some being trained as plumbers, some electricians and so on.) This means that the buildings are relatively cheep, hygienic and creates good community spirit. These are known in Brazil as perifera."
