· Nucleated

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There are a lot of other types of settlement patterns that exist in the world other than the 3 that we have learnt about in the text book. Some of these patterns are more common to tribes in countries like Africa and South America.
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Isolated settlements are usually individual farmhouses and can be found in areas of extremely harsh conditions., such as the Scottish Highlands 








Loose knit settlements are similar to nucleated settlements in that they are found at crossroads. However the buildings are more spread out.





These settlements are found in the Amazon rainforests. They are built around a central area that is left open for tribal meetings and communal life, much like the village green in England.
