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The above rivers, mountains and bodies of water can be used in a world rivers game.  I have several sets of the cards printed out and laminated (originally I stuck them on card).  The aim for the students (using an atlas) is to match the river with its’ source and mouth.  I usually get them to do it in twos or groups dependent on the class and the ability.
