( Verbal/linguistic- Write a detailed TV news broadcast on one of the following topics: 
·  Joining the Euro. What will it mean for Britain? How will it affect businesses, holiday makers and the general public? How do people feel about joining? 
· Discuss the future enlargement of the European Union. Report on which countries are to join and what this will mean for businesses, holiday makers and the general public. 
· Produce a holiday report. As a TV holiday presenter you are to report on at least 5 European countries. Describe what attractions they have to offer, what life is like within these countries, and how they are similar/different from the UK. 

( Logical/Mathematical- Study the population graphs showing the changing population of Europe (Geography in Action, pg. 15). Complete questions 4 and 5. 
( Visual/spatial- Draw a new European Flag using identifiable features from the 15 member countries. Remember, the current flag is blue and yellow and has 15 stars to represent each member country.
