

Aim

To research, compare and contrast two earthquakes using a range of different resources. To answer the question:
Do all earthquakes impact on people in the same way?
1. Firstly consider which 2 earthquakes you intend to look at.  I suggest that the recent tsunami is one; you need to pick another preferably from a more developed – richer, part of the world.

2. Next you must think up a series of questions that you can answer about the two earthquakes.  Your research sheets from last lesson may help you.  One of your questions must be:  Where did the earthquake occur?

3. Look at the level descriptors on the reverse of this sheet make sure you understand what you need to do to at least achieve your MPL.

4. Now start thinking about what is the most effective way to present your information; include a range of ideas but make sure they are appropriate for each of your case studies.

5. Go through all the available material to research your 2 case studies.

6. Write up in detail the answers to the questions you have posed.
7. Write a concluding paragraph comparing and contrasting the 2 events.
8. Get a friend to read you project and see if they feel you have achieved your MPL.  Make any changes they suggest to improve it.
9. Hand it in!
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How to get your minimum performance level
Below are the things you need to include to get each level.  Where there is a long list you may not need to include everything but should try to do as much as possible to guarantee getting that level

Level 3
I can describe in detail where the 2 earthquakes have occurred.
I can use correct geographical terms to describe the earthquakes.

Level 4
I can ask suitable geographical questions.

I can describe the impact the earthquakes had on people’s lives.

I can use a range of different sources including the internet.
Level 5

I can describe what and how it happened.
I can describe the differences and similarities between the 2 earthquakes

I can select carefully the information I use from a variety of sources.
I can write a conclusion.

Level 6

I can write up my research in a logical sequence.

I can include a full explanation of the consequences of both earthquakes.

I can explain why their impacts were different.

I can make sure that my conclusion matches the evidence I have put forward

Level 7/8

I can select case studies from contrasting parts of the world.

I can show an appreciation that the impact an earthquake has will depend on a number of factors.

I can present my information in a number of different ways to show a variety of different skills.

I can present a well argued summary.
