Managing The River Ganges – Student Instructions

GPP = Ganges Protection Point

You are a member of the Bangladesh government.  It is your job to decide what is to be done about the problems in the Ganges Delta and surrounding area.  You need to prioritise the problems and then come up with solutions to these problems over one, two and future years. There is one stipulation:

You only have 120 GPPs per year to fund your management of the Delta.

What to do.

1) Before you start you need to draw a sketch map and write a brief description to show the location of the Ganges.

2) Cut out the problem cards (these are the problems that they are experiencing in Bangladesh) 

3) Sort the cards into order.  You could use an opinion line for this (draw a line with high importance and low importance)

4) Select your priorities for the first second and third year and write them in your book in the same style as the writing frame.

5) Cut up the making animal cards (these are your solutions cards.

6) Select which solutions you will implement in the first year (make sure you stay within budget.) 

7) Copy the first year solutions in your book and then complete the writing frame for this section

8) Repeat the exercise for the remaining two periods of time.
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
