Report on Issues in Development:

LEDC Case Study: SIERRA LEONE

Your report should be compiled in such a way that it enables you to make a 15-minute presentation to the class. 

It needs to make reference to the following issues:

1. Brief geographical and historical background to set the developmental context 

2. Access to basic needs (water, food, shelter, etc)

3. Inequalities (socio-economic status, gender, ethnic, regional, urban/rural)

4. Trade (main products/partners, degree of specialisation, unfair aspects, problems)

5. Aid (level, effectiveness)

6. Debt (extent, impact, solutions)

7. Environmental impact (main environmental issues)

Wherever possible, your report should highlight links with other geographical aspects covered by the Core Theme, such as:

1. Population (distribution, fertility, mortality/disease, migration/consequences, structure, growth rates, compared to resources)

2. Agriculture (nutrition levels, output trends, food trade, food aid)

3. Economic development (structure of economy, stage, sustainability)
